The bites were not life-threatening, and the student was taken to a hospital for treatment, he said. 
 
The student did not provoke the dog before the attack, Manlove said. 
 
The dog’s owner was cited for allowing a vicious dog to be at large and was cited by animal control 
for not having the dog tagged and for not having current vaccinations, Manlove said.
